This skills for horticulture course will introduce you to basic horticulture techniques as well as the
wellbeing benefits of working outdoors. This é week practical course is based at our Realise Futures
allotment in Field View Drive, Lowestoft. The course will run on a Tuesday and Thursday morning over
6 weeks. You will be assessed on the practical tasks undertaken including preparing the land/sall,
sowing a range of seeds, growing on and maintenance tasks. We grow most of our vegetables, herbs,
and flowers from seed but also have some soft fruits that require care and maintenance. We are keen
to embed and promote sustainability in the use of recycled materials, creating our own compost and
liquid feed. Learners will receive an inhouse certificate on successful completion of the course and gain
either pass/merit or distinction.
